




The Student Organization Administration & Review Committee

Advisor. Advisors are asked to take the following into consideration when providing feedback on an
organization:

● How responsive is the organization when reached out to?
● Has the organization held any activities? Were any of those activities ones that could be considered

outstanding?
● Has the organization had any problems with following policies? (i.e., Activity Registration, Shops @

WilCo, Reservations, Storage, etc.

CCC Site Review - 15 points possible
● The organization’s name, mission, and officers are updated: 3 points
● The organization’s group cover photo on their group page is updated (not the default photo of

Wilson Commons): 2 points
● The organization has a logo image uploaded: 3 points
● The organization’s website does not have any placeholder text: 3 points
● The organization’s tagline and primary website image are unique (not the provided image or text): 2

points
● All officers have a profile image: 2 points

Registration - 10 points possible
● The organization completed the annual registration by the priority deadline: 10 points
● The organization completed the annual registration by the late deadline: 5 points
● The organization did not complete the annual registration by the late deadline: 0 points

Fall Leadership Training - 15 points possible
● 2 or more officers of the organization successfully checked in to the Opening Session, a Leadership

Workshop, and the Advisor Session during Fall Leadership Training: 15 points
● 1 officer of the organization successfully checked in to the Opening Session, a Leadership Workshop,

and the Advisor Session during Fall Leadership Training: 10 points
● No officers of the organization successfully checked in to the Opening Session, a Leadership

Workshop, or the Advisors Session during Fall Leadership Training: 0 points

Additional Areas

These areas provide an organization bonus points or penalty points depending on the area.

Activities Fair Attendance
● The organization registered by the deadline for both the Spring (January) 2023 and Fall (September)

2023 Activities Fair: 6 points
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Any organization which receives an evaluation of “Does Not Meet Expectations” in any one of the core
areas, shall not be eligible to receive either “Exceeds Expectations” or “Meets Expectations” for the overall
evaluation, regardless of the final score total.

Any organization who receives negative points for SAAC or ARC violations will not be eligible to receive an
“Exceeds Expectations” for the overall evaluation, regardless of the final score.
The Students’ Association Appropriations Committee does take an organization’s overall evaluation into
consideration during the budgeting process:

Exceeds Expectations
Group is allowed more liberties in both budgeting and exceptions
per SAAC’s discretion. Groups are eligible for $200 discretionary
funds.

Meets Expectations Group is budgeted along budgeting guidelines per SAAC’s
discretion.

Meets Expectations with Provisions Greater scrutiny is placed on the organization’s budget. Increase in
subsidy will generally not be allowed per SAAC’s discretion.

If the group fails any of the below:
● Failure of Activity Reflections - No increase, potential cut

¼-½ of programming subsidy.
● Failure of Advisor Feedback - No increase, potential cut

¼-½ of programming subsidy.
● Failure of Self-Report - If failure is due to membership

count, SAAC will fund prior budgeting programs that have
Activity Reflections.

Does Not Meet Expectations $100 GIM, no other subsidy.
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
